(Katowice, Poland). The conference was
a celebration of the symbolic anniversary
of Quebec’s erection by S. de Champlain
in 1608. It brought together scholars,
prominent guests and authorities, as well
as Ph.D. students from various European
countries and from Canada. The diver-
sity of their experiences and points of view
contributed to a fascinating debate on the
process of the formation of Canadianness.
